Not quite two years after the club was formed in No vember, 1978, the City of Waukesha
decided to dispose of a few of their older service vehicles. One of these was ourl1934 Pirsch
fire truck. At the September, 1980 club meeting, Cl iff Stearns asked the members if there was
enough interest to look into such a project of purc hasing and restoring the truck. The ball
started rolling, but not without hitting a few bump  s.

The sale was a hot issue at City Hall for a few wee ks with Aldermen trying to decide where
the truck should go. It was almost sold to a buyer in Antigo, but President Bob Boehnen
called a special October meeting for the club to ma ke a final decision. We had a $500.00
donation and an offer of a $2,000.00 loan to help w ith the purchase. At this meeting we
agreed to take on the project and shortly after pur chase the truck.

At the December, 1980 meeting Bob Person volunteered to chair a fire truck committee and
Dan Calvano was already working on a sock hop fundr aiser to pay the loan off.

The first dance was held March 15, 1981 at the Wauk esha Elks Club and enjoyed a sellout
crowd. The bands were Elrey and the Nightbeats, Mar klll, and Nostalgia. It was such a
success that not only did the loan get paid off, bu t there was cash left to start the restoration!
It was also decided that with the good time everybo dy had, that maybe we could try it again
the next year. Hey, that was 30 years ago, Elrey an d Nostalgia are still going, most of us are
still here and we are still having the same good ti me with the dance. Amazing... Oh yeah.

For many years our two fundraising events, the car show and the sock hop, along with yearly
member dues, have not only been running the club bu t also have helped support many
community charitable projects.
